SGC Club Competition Notes
With the Club Competitions starting Sat 4th & Sun 5th July we would ask members to note the following
Timesheet
· 1 balls cannot play in the club competition as there is no marker to verify your scorecard, so if you are a single player please add your name in with a two or three ball don’t be taking up a 4 ball slot as a single player or alternatively book a tee time after 3.30pm Sat & Sun
· If you have a time booked at the weekend and you cannot play Please remember to cancel your time, as Tee Times are in high demand Sat & Sun plus under current protocols we must maintain a record of who is on the course for traceability.
· Please check in at the Pro Shop to enter the competition before teeing off
· Non competitors must also check in at the Pro Shop, so we have a record of who is on the course  
Scorecard
· All club competitions will be from the White Tees and will all be Qualifying Competitions i.e. handicaps will be adjusted accordingly
· The competition will be over 2 days, but you can only enter once to play either Sat or Sun
· Members are responsible for marking their own scorecard in competitions, one of your playing partners should also mark your scores on his card. At the end of the round you verbally verify your scores.
· Each member will sign his own card and as marker add the name of the player who verified your score
· All scores should then be entered onto Masterscoreboard. Use the link on the BRS App, to do this.
· To use the BRS App and Masterscoreboard you should have registered with both and set up your own individual password on Masterscoreboard, as per notification previously sent to all members. See details below if you have not already done this.
· Please keep your score cards until results are announced we may require a copy of your card for verification

Rules
· Normal Rules of Golf apply with the following exceptions
· Bunkers at SGC are currently deemed GUR (ground under repair). Please take complete relief and under no penalty drop at the nearest point outside the bunker but not closer to the hole.
· If you play a shot and your ball goes into bushes or an area where you think it may be lost, please play a provisional ball under penalty. If you find your 1st ball it is still in play (remember you are only allowed 3 mins to search for a lost ball), if your 1st ball is not found within the allotted time you continue with your provisional ball. There is to be no searching for a ball and when you cannot find it going back to play another ball.
· The new stroke & distance rule of dropping a ball where your 1st ball went out of bounds or was lost, Is not to be used in qualifying competitions
Notes
· Remember this is your course so please replace all divots and repair pitch marks on the greens
· As there are no bins allowed on the course at the moment please take your rubbish home, the bushes are not to be used as substitute bins.


As part of our preparation for the start of competition golf we require all members to set up their own password for Master Scoreboard.
This is to allow online entry of scores when competitions commence 
Please follow the instructions below:
  
· Open the BRS app on your phone
· There is a Masterscoreboard link at the bottom of the screen
· Click on this link
· Masterscoreboard will open and states that a password is required
· Select your name from the list
· Enter the default password SGC2020
· You will then be asked to set up your own password.
 
For those of you who already have the Master Scoreboard app on your phone just click on it and follow the above instructions from select your name and enter the default password.
 
Any member who has not registered for the BRS system please follow the instructions below: 
· Go to the club website
· Tee reservations
· Members login
· Enter username – your GUI 8-digit card number 1038----
· Set your own password
· Click sign-up
· Complete the form
· Click Register
· After a day or 2 you will get an email confirming registration (may be a day or 2 due to the office not being maned on a regular basis at the moment)
· Once confirmation is received you can download and use the BRS app onto your phone.
